The button indicator light will turn
on.

2.3.2 During the charging process, every time you click to set the charging parameters, you will need to press the
button to start charging again.

2.3.3 After charging is completed or maintenance ends, the button function will automatically be disabled, and the
indicator light will turn off. To start charging again, you will need to press the button once more.

2.3.4 Every time the battery is replaced, you need to press the button to start charging again.
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
